Junior Girls & Boys (mixed): Refer to Novice Trick list 2013 
Only surface tricks, ollie, basic 2 Wake Jump are permitted 
and can be also performed switch stance. All inside-out tricks 
are not count. 

Men's Outlaw Division: Maximum five (5) inverted/360s rotational tricks permitted, or A 
maximum combination of four (4) inverted/360s rotational tricks 
plus either one (1) 540 rotational trick OR one (1) Technical 
invert trick permitted. Technical invert tricks includes all-
handle-pass inverted tricks or blind-landing inverted tricks not 
exceeding 180 degree. No Mobius nor any rotational tricks 
exceeding 540 degree are permitted. 
 

Women's & Men's Open 
Division: 

No restrictions in tricks performed.

Due to the epidemic, the whole competition will be recorded by video in order to minimize 

the competition time and virus transmission risk. 

 

Athletes are requested to execute 2 sets within a designated time (around 10-15 minutes). A 

minute resting time will be given between 2 sets. The 1
st
 Set will be deemed as Preliminary 

round and the 2
nd

 Set will be deemed as Final round. The best 6 athletes in preliminary round 

can enter into Final Round. The athletes fail to enter into final found, their 2
nd

 Set performance 

will not be judged. 

 

All of the athletes’ performances will be recorded by HKWSA’s video equipment. Judges will 

watch all the recorded videos and give scores after the event day. The result will be published 

on 20
th
 August 2021. 

 

The remaining details will be followed with the latest wakeboard and wakesurf rules listed as 
below. 
 
1a. Individual (Wakeboard) 
Each rider shall be allowed two passes through the wakeboard course during which time he/she 
may perform any routine he/she chooses. They will be judged on subjective style categories, to 
arrive at a single combined score.  
 
Judges will award a maximum of 100 points to each rider based on their overall impressions of 
the routine performed. Riders found to be under the influence of alcohol or narcotics may be 
disqualified.  
 
The judges will score each rider in each of the following categories: 
Wakeboard: Execution - 33.3 Points; Intensity - 33.4 Points; Composition - 33.3 Points 

 
1b. Individual (Wakesurf) 
Each judge will award a maximum of 40 points to each other based on their overall impressions 
of the route performed. Each individual heat per division will be judged independently from the 
other heats on the day. The judges will score the first ride rider of the heat subjectively and each 
subsequent riders’ performance after that rider is judged higher or lower dependent on their 
ride.

participant can be accompanied 1 chaperone or coach. 

•To enforce crowd control for Covid regulation, HKWSA has the right to make any adjustments 

on the number of people who enter the venue. 
•All participants should comply with the amendments, directions and specifications under the 

Prevention and Control of Disease (Requirements and Directions) (Business and Premises) 
Regulation (Cap.
