Format & Individual (Wakesurf)
Scoring
Each judge will award a maximum of 40 points to each competitor based on his/her overall impression
of the routine performed. Each individual heat per division will be judged independently from the other
heats. The judges will score the first rider of the heat subjectively and each subsequent rider’s
performance is judged higher or lower than the first rider's heat based on the subsequent rider’s heat.
The judges will score each rider in each of the following categories:
Wakesurf: Execution - 1-10 Points; Intensity - 1-10 Points; Difficulty — 1-10 Points;
Variety - 1-10 Points (scoring can be in increments of .10)
